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    Greetings Friends, 
November 17, 2007 will be our 6th year at the Isaiah House. What a blessing it has been! It 
has been a year of growth. We have 6 full time paid staff and 3 part time, as well as many 

other volunteers. Seven of our first 12 men in the program this year have graduated and 3 more 
are set to graduate in November and are now phasing into the 60 day reentry part of the pro-

gram. That makes for 10 out of the 12 that started the year with us graduating and this is a 15 

month program. Of all our graduates 92% are still drug and alcohol free and have not re-
lapsed. Of those men, 54% have never even lapsed. Praise God! But also because of our exten-

sive continuum of care we are able to keep the lapse rate at only 46%....WOW. We have in-
creased our number of beds from 12 to 20 since the beginning of the year, so prayerfully we 

will be able to increase our graduates. So far 13 men this year have come to us married  and 

our men are the fathers of 54 children whose lives have been so positively affected by their 
dads stay here. We are returning fathers to children who so desperately need their dads in the 

home to lead and guide them; husbands to their wives who are desiring to have a Godly man 

return home. Isaiah 57:14, “Build up, Build up, Prepare the road! Take up the stumbling block 
out of the way of My people!” That’s what we do! I was recently at the Governor’s Summit for 

faith based initiatives and they mentioned that it costs $80-$100 per day to assist a man thru 
recovery! Folks we do it for $50 and we do it well and do far and above what others do. We 

don't just introduce the men to Jesus, then educate him about his addiction and graduate him. 

This is a 15 month program and we deal with solid biblical conflict resolution, anger manage-
ment, coping skills, lapse and relapse prevention. We believe that God is able, and by develop-

ing relationships founded on and in the Word of God that we have the best program available 

and we have the numbers to prove it. Of the 19 men currently in the program they have been in 
54 programs that have not worked. We want to be their last stop and break this cycle once and 

for all. Also, we are pleased to report that for the 4th straight year we have been named Ken-
tucky's Best and Most Effective by the Acton Institute of Michigan. Please continue your sup-

port, mention us to others who may need our help or could help us! As the holiday season  

nears let us not forget those that are less fortunate. Instead of just doing a shoe box of toys that 

fade help us give a dad back to their family.
